The Creative Learning Center at IAN is a place for children to 
Play, Imagine and Learn. It is a place for them to call their own. 
A place for them to experience new things, learn new skills and 
most importantly to just be a kid. These ideas are showcased in our 
variety of classes, events, activities and the space itself. The CLC 
is specifi cally designed with children in mind. They get to explore 
and attend classes in a number of themed rooms with various 
activities and interactive installations throughout the space.

Having 
all inclusive classes and activities allows for more socialization, 
generalization of learned skills and opportunities for social 
interaction.
